GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS

Ohio Revised Code section 5747.08(D) allowsapass-through
entity to file a composite return (form 1T-4708) on behalf
one or more of the entity’sinvestors other than “C” corpora-
tions. Note: both resident and nonresident individuals
can be included in a composite return for each pass-
through entity in which they invest. C corporationsthat
aredirect or indirect investor sin the pass-through entity
cannot participatein filing an | T-4708.

A “pass-through entity” is defined as a corporation that has
made an election under subchapter S of Subtitle A of the
Internal Revenue Code for its taxable year under that code,
or a partnership, limited partnership, limited liability com-
pany, or any other person, other than an individual, trust, or
estate, if the partnership, limited partnership, limited liabil-
ity company, or other person is not classified for federal tax
purposes as an association taxed as a corporation.

This return must be accompanied by (i) the pass-through
entity’sfederal return (IRSforms 1065 or 1120S) and K-1's
for each investor whether or not the investor is participating
in this composite return, (ii) alist of investors and their so-
cial security numbersor federal employer identification num-
bers on whose behalf this return is being filed, and (iii) a
copy of the approved IRS extension, if applicable.

Theelection provided in division (D) of Ohio Revised Code
section 5747.08 applies only to the taxable year for which
the election ismade. Unlessthe tax commissioner provides
otherwise, this election, once made, is binding and irrevo-
cable for the taxable year for which the election is made.
Nothing in this division shall be construed to provide for
any deduction or credit that would not beallowableif a pass-
through entity investor were to file an annual return.

If an investor participatesin the filing of this Annual Com-
posite Income Tax Return for Investors in Pass-Through
Entities, form 1 T-4708, then the investor is not a“ qualifying
investor,” and the pass-through entity is not subject to the
5% withholding tax or 8.5% entity tax (Ohio form 1T-1140)
with respect to the distributive share of income passing
through from this pass-through entity to the investor(s) fil-
ing the form I T-4708.

Pass-Through Entity Taxable Year; Method of
Accounting, and Reporting of Federal Changes

A pass-through entity’s taxable year is the same as its tax-
able year for federal income tax purposes. If an entity’s tax-
able year is changed for federal income tax purposes, the

taxable year for purposes of this return is changed accord-
ingly.

A pass-through entity’s method of accounting must be the
sameasits method of accounting for federal income tax pur-
poses. In the absence of any method of accounting for fed-
eral income tax purposes, income must be computed under
such method asin the opinion of thetax commissioner clearly
reflectsincome. If apass-through entity’s method of account-
ing is changed for federal income tax purposes, its method
of accounting for purposes of this tax must be changed ac-
cordingly.

If any of the facts, figures, computations, or attachmentsre-
quired in a pass-through entity’s annual report to determine
the taxes imposed by section 5747.08(D) of the Ohio Re-
vised Code must be altered as the result of an adjustment to
the pass-through entity’s federal income tax return, whether
the adjustment is initiated by the pass-through entity or the
Internal Revenue Service, and such alteration affectsthe pass-
through entity’s tax liability, the pass-through entity must
file an amended report with the tax commissioner in such
form asthe commissioner requires. The amended report must
be filed not later than sixty days after the adjustment has
been agreed to or finally determined for federal income tax
purposes or any federal income tax deficiency or refund, or
the abatement or credit resulting therefrom, has been assessed
or paid, whichever occursfirst.

(1) Inthecaseof an underpayment, the amended report shall
be accompanied by payment of an additional tax and
interest due and is a report subject to assessment under
section 5747.13 of the Ohio Revised Code for the pur-
pose of assessing any additional tax due under this divi-
sion, together with any applicable penalty and interest.
The amended report must not reopen those facts, fig-
ures, computations, or attachments from a previously
filed report no longer subject to assessment that are not
affected, either directly or indirectly, by the adjustment
to the pass-through entity’s federal income tax return.

(2) Inthe case of an overpayment, an application for refund
may be filed under this division within the sixty-day pe-
riod prescribed for filing the amended report even if itis
filed beyond the period prescribed in division (B) of sec-
tion 5747.11 of the Ohio Revised Code if it otherwise
conforms to the requirements of that section. An appli-
cation filed under thisdivision may claim refund of over-
payments resulting from alterations to only those facts,
figures, computations, or attachments required in the
pass-through entity’s annual report that are affected, ei-



ther directly or indirectly, by the adjustment to the pass-
through entity’s federal income tax return unless it is
also filed within the time prescribed in division (B) of
section 5747.11 of the Ohio Revised Code. The applica-
tion shall not reopen those facts, figures, computations,
or attachments that are not affected, either directly or
indirectly, by the adjustment to the pass-through entity’s
federal income tax return.

Filing Date

Each composite return shall be filed as required by section
5747.08 of the Ohio Revised Code on or before the fifteenth
day of the fourth month following the end of the taxable
year, together with remittance made payableto the treasurer
of state, unless the amount shown to be due is one dollar or
less, in which case that amount need not be remitted.

Extension of Timeto File

If the pass-through entity has an extension of timeto fileits
federal tax return (IRS form 1065 or 1120S), then the pass-
through entity hasthe same extension of timeto filethe Ohio
form I T-4708. Extension of time for filing the form 1T-4708
is NOT an extension of payment of tax due. All tax due
amounts must be paid on or before the fifteenth day of the
fourth month following the end of the taxable year.

If at least one of the investors who is a party to this return
receives an automatic or approved federal extension for fil-
ing that investor’s year 2000 federal 1040, the same
extension(s) will extend the filing date of form IT-4708.
Payment of the tax isNOT extended. Use year 2000 form
I T-4708ES to make extension payments for the year 2000
form 1T-4708.

Payment Date

Except as otherwise provided, if a payment or document is
mailed on or before the due date but delivered after the due
date, the date of postmark shall be deemed the date of deliv-
ery.

Estimated Tax Payment for Next Year

The pass-through entity must make estimated tax payments
on theyear 2001 form I T-4708ES for its taxable year begin-
ning in year 2001 if the year 2001 Ohio composite annual
income tax after credits is more than $500.

The pass-through entity must file and pay the estimated tax
due on or before the 15th day of the fourth month of the

entity’s taxable year. Subsequent estimated tax payments
are due on the 15th day of the sixth and ninth months of the
entity’s taxable year and on the 15th day of the first month
of the following taxable year.

I nterest on Underpayments and Over Payments

If a pass-through entity fails to pay the tax by the due date,
interest accrues on the unpaid tax. Interest on tax due is
charged in addition to any penalties which may be incurred
for late filing or failure to file. The period of underpayment
runs from the date the tax was required to be paid to the date
on which such payment is made.

Interest is allowed and paid upon any overpayment in ex-
cess of one dollar in respect of the tax imposed under sec-
tion 5747.02 of the Ohio Revised Code from the date of the
overpayment until the date of the refund of the overpayment,
except that if any overpayment isrefunded within ninety days
after the due date of the annual return or within ninety days
after thereturn wasfiled, whichever islater, no interest shall
be allowed on such overpayment.

During the year 2001 interest accrues on underpayments and
overpayments at the rate of 9% per annum.

Penaltiesfor Failureto Fileor Late Filing

Penalty for failureto file or timely file areport isthe greater
of (i) up to $50.00 per month up to $500.00 or (ii) up to 5%
per month of the tax due shown on the report up to 50%.

Rounding to Whole Dollars

Themoney itemsof form | T-4708 and accompanying sched-
ules must be shown as whole dollar amounts by eliminating
amounts less than 50 cents and increasing amounts from 50
cents to 99 cents to the next highest dollar.

Records to be Maintained

Every pass-through entity must maintain books and records
that substantiate any information reported on form I T-4708.
These books and records must be availablefor inspection by
agents of the Ohio Department of Taxation for a period of
four years from later of the date form IT-4708 was filed or
the date the form was required to be filed.

Assessments

The tax commissioner may issue an assessment against the



pass-through entity taxpayer for any deficiency within four
years after the later of the fina date the return subject to
assessment was required to be filed or the date the return
was filed. However, both the assessment statute of limita-
tions and the refund statute of limitations may be extended
for an agreed upon period if both the taxpayer and the tax
commissioner consent in writing to the extension by signing
form I T-Waiver.

An amended form I T-4708 filed as aresult of an adjustment
to the pass-through entity’s federal income tax return is
deemed areport subject to assessment. The amended return
does not reopen those facts, figures, computations or attach-
ments from a previously filed return no longer subject to
assessment that are not affected, either directly or indirectly,
by the adjustment to the entity’s federal income tax return.

Fiscal Year Pass-Through Entities

The 2000 form I T-4708 appliesto passthrough entitieswhose
taxable years began in 2000. Therefore, a pass through en-
tity with aNovember 30th fiscal year end would file a 2000
form I T-4708 for the period December 1, 2000 to November
30, 2001.

Refundable Business Jobs Credit

If ataxpayer claims the refundable new jobs creation credit
with respect to an employee, the taxpayer may not claim the
nonrefundable ORC section 5709.66 enterprise zone new
employee credit with respect to that employee.

Estates Corp., AEC Management Co. and Hirsch Electric
Co. v. Limbach, BTA Case Nos. 87-H-743, 87-G-774 and
87-D-756, May 11, 1990.

Schedule 1V — Apportionment Formula

Note: When calculating the apportionment ratio, a pass-



through entity that hasinvested in another pass-through en-
tity must apply the “aggregate” (conduit) theory of taxation.
That is, the character of all income and deductions (and ad-
justments to income and deductions) realized by a pass-
through entity in which thetaxpayer hasinvested retainsthat
character when recognized by thetaxpayer. Furthermore, the
taxpayer’s factors must include the proportionate share of
each lower-tiered pass-through entity’s property, payroll and
sales. See ORC sections 5733.057 and 5747.231.

Property Factor

The property factor is a fraction the numerator of which is
the average value of property in this state during the taxable
year, and the denominator of which is the average value of
property everywhere during such year.

Line 38(a)—Property owned by the pass-through entity is
valued at its original cost, and the average is determined by
adding the original cost at the beginning of the taxable year
and the original cost at the end of the taxable year and then
dividing by two. The Tax Commissioner may require the av-
eraging of monthly values during the taxable year if such
average more reasonably reflects the average value of the
pass-through entity’s property. Enter in column (1) the Ohio
portion; enter in column (2) the entire (everywhere) amount.

Line 38(b)—Enter the value of the pass-through entity’sreal
and tangible personal property rented and used in the trade
or businessin Ohio (column 1) and everywhere (column 2)
during the taxable year by multiplying the pass-through
entity’s net rental expense (rental expense less subrental re-
ceipts) by eight.

Do not include in either column (1) or in column (2) the
following:

1. Construction in progress

2. Theoriginal cost of property within Ohio with res-
pect to which the State of Ohio hasissued an air
pollution, noise pollution or anindustrial water pollu-
tion control certificate.

The original cost of property with respect to which
the State of Ohio has issued an exemption certifi-
cate for a coal gasification facility, coal conversion
demonstration facility, energy conversion facility,
solid waste energy conversion facility or thermal ef-
ficiency improvement facility.

3. Theorigina cost of real and tangible property (or,
in the case of property which the pass-through en-
tity isrenting from others, eight times the net rental

expense) within Ohio whichisused exclusively dur-
ing the taxable year for qualified research. “ Quali-
fied research” is defined aslaboratory research, ex-
perimental research, and other similar types of re-
search in developing or improving a product; or re-
search in devel oping or improving the means of pro-
ducing aproduct.

Qualified research does not include market research,
consumer surveys, efficiency surveys, management
studies, ordinary testing or inspection of materials
or products for quality control, historical research
or literary research. “Product” as used in this para-
graph does not include services or intangible prop-
erty.

Payroll Factor

The payroll factor isafraction the numerator of whichisthe
total compensation in this state by the pass-through entity
during the taxable year, and the denominator of which isthe
total compensation everywhere by the pass-through entity
during such year.

L ine 39-Compensation means any form of remuneration paid
to an employee for personal services. For purposes of the
payroll factor “payroll” does not include compensation that
an Scorporation paid to any “qualifyinginvestor” if the quali-
fying investor directly or indirectly owned at least 20% of
the S Corporation at any time during the year. Ohio Revised
Code section 5733.40(1) defines “ qualifying investor”. The
definition of “qualifying investor” excludes (i) full-year Ohio
residents and (ii) individuals and estates participating in the
filing of this return. Furthermore, do not include compensa-
tion paid in this state to employees who are primarily en-
gaged in qualified research.

Compensation is paid in Ohio if any of the following ap-
plies:

1. Therecipient’s serviceisperformed entirely
within Ohio; or

2. Therecipient's serviceis performed both within
and without Ohio, but the service performed
without Ohio isincidental to the recipient’s
service within Ohio; or

3. Some of the recipient’s service is performed within
Ohio and either (i) the recipient’s base of operation
or, if there is no base of operations, the place from
which therecipient’ sserviceisdirected or controlled
iswithin Ohio or (ii) the recipient’s base of opera-
tions or the place from which the serviceis directed



or controlled isnot in any statein which some part
of the service is performed, but the recipient’s resi-
denceisin Ohio.

Compensation ispaid in Ohio to any employee of acommon
or contract motor carrier who performs his’her regularly as-
signed duties on a motor vehicle in more than one state in
the same ratio by which the mileage traveled by such em-
ployee within Ohio bears to the total mileage traveled by
such employee everywhere during the taxable year. The statu-
torily required mileageratio applies only to contract or com-
mon carriers.

Without approval by the Tax Commissioner a manufacturer
which operatesits own fleet of delivery trucks may not situs
driver payroll based upon the ratio of milestraveled in Ohio
to milestraveled everywhere. See Cooper Tire and Rubber
Co. v. Limbach (1994), 70 Ohio St. 3d 347.

Enter in column“(1)” the Ohio portion; enter in column“(2)”
the entire (everywhere) amount.

Sales Factor

Line40-The sadesfactor isafraction the numerator of which
isthe total salesin this state by the pass-through entity dur-
ing the taxable year, and the denominator of which is the
total saleseverywhere by the pass-through entity during such
year. |n determining the numerator and denominator of the
salesfactor, receiptsfrom the sale or other disposal of acapi-
tal asset or an asset described in section 1231 of the Internal
Revenue Code are excluded.

The total of such gross receipts from sales reflecting busi-
ness donein Ohio includes, but is not limited to, the follow-

ing:

1. Salesof tangible personal property, less returns
and allowances, received by the purchaser in
Ohio. To the extent that the value of business
donein Ohio is measured by sales of tangible per-
sonal property, it means sales where the purchaser
receives such property in Ohio.

In the case of delivery of tangible personal property by
common carrier or by other means of transportation, the
place at which such property is ultimately received af -
ter all transportation has been completed is considered
as the place at which such property is received by the
purchaser.

Direct delivery in Ohio, other than for purposes of trans-
portation, to a person or firm designated by a purchaser
constitutes delivery to the purchaser in Ohio, and direct

delivery outside Ohio to a person or firm designated by
apurchaser does not constitute delivery to the purchaser
in Ohio regardless of where title passes or other condi-
tions of sale.

Customer pick-up sales are situsable to the final desti-
nation after al transportation (including customer trans-
portation hasbeen completed. See DuppsCo. v. Lindley
(1980), 62 Ohio St.2d 305.

Revenue from servicing, processing, or modifying tan-
gible personal property is sitused to the destination
state as a sale of tangible personal property (rather than
situs as service revenue). See Custom Deco. Inc. v
Limbach, BTA Case No. 86-C-1024, June 2, 1989.

2. Sdlesother than sales of tangible personal property
are sitused to Ohio under either of thefollowing cir-
cumstances:

a. If theincome-producing activity is performed
entirely within Ohio, or

b. If theincome-producing activity is performed
both within and without Ohio and a greater
proportion of the income-producing activity is
performed within Ohio than in any other state,
based on cost of performance.

If the income-producing activity involves the perfor-
mance of personal services both within and without Ohio,
the services performed in each state will constitute asepa-
rate income-producing activity. In such case the gross
receipts for the performance of services attributable to
Ohio shall be measured by the ratio which the time spent
in performing such services in Ohio bears to the tota
time spent in performing such services everywhere.

Time spent in performing services includes the amount
of time expended in the performance of a contract or
other obligations that give rise to such gross receipts.
Personal service not directly connected with the perfor-
mance of the contract or other obligations as, for ex-
ample, time expended in negotiating the contract is ex-
cluded from the computations.

The term “income-producing activity” means, with re-
spect to each separate item of income, the transaction
and activity directly engaged in by the taxpayer in the
regular course of itstrade or business for the purpose of
obtaining gainsor profits. Such activity doesnot include
transactions and activities performed on behalf of the
taxpayer, such as those conducted on its behalf by an
independent contractor. Theterm*“ cost of performance”
means direct costs determined in a manner consistent



with generally accepted accounting principlesandin ac-
cordance with accepted conditions or practices in the
taxpayer’s trade or business.

K-1 Information:

The entity filing this return should attach to this return “K-
1” information.

The“K-1" information is any of the following:

B A “paper” copy of the federal schedule K-1'swhich
this entity will issue to each investor. The K-1's must
indicate the amount of Ohio form IT-4708 tax paid
(net of overpayments) which will pass through asa
credit from this pass-through entity to each investor.

B A “paper” listing showing the name, address, and fed-
eral identification number or social security number for
each investor in this entity. The “paper” listing must
indicate the amount of Ohio form IT-4708 tax paid (net
of overpayments) which will pass-through as a credit
from this pass-through entity to each investor.

B Magnetic media meeting the specifications which the
Internal Revenue Service requires for transmission of
information by electronic media (for more information,
see RS publication 1524). The magnetic media must
set forth the name, address and federal identification
number or social security number for each investor and
indicate the amount of Ohio form IT-4708 tax paid (net
of overpayments) which will pass through as a credit
from this pass-through entity to each investor.
